Toddler Groups 

All 3 toddler groups are thriving and are well attended and any new faces are welcome to come along. As a 

result of a huge investment and some restructuring at all the groups, we now have some fabulous toys and 

equipment which are being enjoyed by the children, FCCõs, mums, dads, etc. Our newly formed craft sub-

group, Sarah, Kerry and Rachel have planned craft activities for all 3 groups through until July and this is 

proving very popular with the children. To support and encourage a healthy lifestyle, we have introduced 

healthy snacks at St Patrickõs and Georgetown groups. A selection of fruit is provided every week with water 

to drink.

Membership 

Enclosed with the newsletter is your renewal membership form and the back of your card to sign and return 

with your payment and old card or a new photo! The membership fee remains at £12 for the year (£1 per 

month!) and runs from 1st July to 30th June each year. The benefits of joining the Association include:- a £15 

first aid subsidy, parental agreements, toddler groups, 10% discount at Paperclix, Bambola and Imagination 

and support and advice from the committee. 

Family child carers can also get a discount card from the Early Learning Centre. You need to take your 

certificate in to the shop and they will give you a form to fill out and return. 

 

First Aid 

14 FCCõs completed their First Aid course in February. There were some issues with the course 

content and the òslowó pace of some of the evenings but these have now been addressed. 

We are expected to complete 13 hours of training to receive our certificate. The evening 

courses organised by the JACC are proving very popular and the October/November 2010 

course is already full, so we have arranged another one for 13th, 16th, 20th and 23rd September 2010. There 

are only 4-6 places left on this course, so please contact Jennie 07700808707 to reserve your place if you 

need to renew your certificate. 

The course currently costs £105 to include anaphylactic shock, however the JACC offers their members a 

£15 subsidy and with a 10% discount from the Jersey Child Care Trust the cost is brought down to £79.50. 

The cost of your first aid course can be claimed as an expense and receipts will be given out on the first 

evening of each course 

 

Early Years and Childcare Partnership 

The EYCP has now been meeting for a year and has grown beyond anyoneõs expectations! It is 

now a multi-agency partnership and, for probably the first time, they are all meeting, liaising 

and exchanging ideas which is culminating in a tailor made framework for pre-birth to 12 year 

olds in Jersey. 

The JACC, represented by Jennie, is a member of the Partnership and we are also actively 

involved in 4 other working groups: 

¶ A Quality Framework for the Care and Education of children under 3 ð a few FCCs

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have attended some of the sub group òbrain-stormingó meetings and their input has been invaluable in 

putting together this framework. We are still in the early stages of this mammoth task and would welcome 

any FCCs who would like to join us. The dates of future meetings for this year are: 21st April, 9th June, 14th 

July, 15th September, 20th October and 10th November-all held at the PDC, Highlands at 7pm till 8.30pm 

¶ Social Inclusion ð In the past year, the Social Inclusion working group has 

successfully been formed with membership of a good selection of agencies that 

work in the best interests of children and families in Jersey, including Jennie 

Marriott from the JACC. The group has agreed that itõs first major piece of 

work is to devise a self assessment tool that can be used by anyone working with 

or for children and families in Jersey-from Fiona Vacher of the JCCT 

¶ Quality Play and Care for school age children to 12 years and produce a play 

strategy ð an audit/questionnaire of play facilities was sent out via schools, after 

school clubs etc for October half term. The feedback from this huge audit will be collated and used to 

put together this quality framework 

¶ Parents for Children ð a parent led group to voice the needs and concerns of parents and to have 

representation at the EYCP meetings 

For the JACC, being asked to join the Partnership has resulted in us making valuable contacts, raised our 

professional profile and most importantly to have been actively involved in the conception of this all-inclusive 

framework from pre-birth to 12 years in Jersey.

There have been a few name changes made to the parental agreement this year, family child carer instead of 

family day carer, so once we have received your membership renewal, your new agreement will 

be sent out. Please remember to retain this copy as your master and then photocopy any 

additional ones that you may need.  

Members are reminded that detailed care and attention should be taken when filling out 

these agreements with parents, as once they are signed by both parties they are binding. On 

occasion issues do arise where the Association has to mediate and this is often because there 

have been no agreement reviews or the FCC has not ensured that the parents fully understand the 
terms of the agreement. Please ensure that you discuss the following thoroughly with parents :- hours, fees, 

holidays, your individual policies and make a date for a review! The annual Childcare Fee Survey can be found
